The first step to answered prayer is a very
| nportant prequel to praying by the rules.

And He already set up a solution to every problem
you coul d possibly have and it's in your Bible,
therefore if you find it and neditate on it you'l
be preparing yourself for answered prayer.

For instance if everybody at your job is worried
about getting laid off and they're all in panic node
t hrowi ng each other under the bus you don't have to
worry because you're not participating.

And the reason you're not participating is because
you' ve been neditating on psalns 91:7 "A thousand
shall fall at thy side, and ten thousand at thy
right hand; but it shall not cone nigh thee".

Now |l et's say one of you're worried co-workers tries

to throw you under the bus, you don't care, why,
because you've al so been neditating on Isaiah 54:17
"No weapon that is forned agai nst thee shall prosper;
and every tongue that shall rise against thee in

j udgnent thou shalt condem”.

Therefore, when you've neditated to the point where
you' ve replaced worry or anger with the good news in
your Bible then you'll be ready to get on your knees
and pray to God with confidence, and by the rules

Wi t hout cheati ng.

And this way you'll be calling HHmout on H's word
and seeing if He's a liar instead of waiting for bad
stuff to happen then begging for help, then

di sbelieving when it doesn't just disappear like it
never happened.

Step #2 Confess Your New Found Beliefs

This is probably the nost inportant step there is
when it conmes to answered prayer.



And | say that because this is how you know whet her
you believe H's word or not.

Because what ever you believe in your heart is what
wi Il eventually cone out of your nouth.

M 12:34 "..for out of the abundance of the heart
t he nmout h speaketh.™

But who or whatever you listen to is what wll
determ ne what you will believe.

Li ke a two-way street.

But you're nore likely to believe what you say than
what anyone el se says.

M 12:37 "For by thy words thou shalt be justified,
and by thy words thou shalt be condemed.”

This is what it neans.

Let's say one of your worried co-workers, you know
one of the ones who's always worried about getting
| aid of f and throw ng each other under the bus asks
for your opinion after a nervous rant about how
you're all going to get fired soon.

I f you say sonething that agrees with what they said
t hen guess what.

You got the worry bug too.

And you m ght just attract the thing that you're
worri ed about and get yourself laid off next.

What you should say instead is this "but it shall
not cone near ne!" and leave it at that, unless they
want to know why.

This way later on that night or in the nourning when
you're praying there will be no contradiction or
m st ake about what you believe.

But check this out.

Does your prayers sound simlar to this exanple?
"God please help ne | need one thousand dollars by
next Friday or I'mgoing to | ose ny apartnment and be

honel ess, pl ease nake a way for ne to get this noney
so | won't get kicked out" wth tears running down



your eyes.

If so, you may be enotional and serious, but you're
still not praying by the rules.

So, after you' ve found at | east one verse to
medi tate on.

Let's see, you could use Philippians 4:19 "But ny
God shall supply all your need according to his
riches in glory by Christ Jesus."

Then you sinply return it back to H m by confessing
It in prayer like this.

"God the Bible says that you supply all ny needs,
according to your riches in glory threw Jesus Chri st
nmy lord and saviour therefore I know that ny rent is
paid and on tine because | believe your word"

Notice | said "is paid" instead of "will be paid"
because this is inportant.

That's enough to get the job done but | |ike to get
out r ageous.

| woul d al so add.

“the Bi ble says "your nercy endureth forever" so |
know even though | nessed up you still help ne.

"The Bi ble says that you will never |eave ne or
forsake ne" so | know you are with ne on this"

The Bi ble says "The Lord is nmy shepherd | shall not
be in want" so I know you take care of all ny needs"

And | could go on and on.

Because God already did everything that He's going
to do but it's up to you to receive it.

Step #3 Praise H m For What He Already D d

Si nce you al ready established the facts that God
supplies all your needs, H's nercy never runs out,
He won't | eave you and turn H s back on you, and He
wi Il give you everything you want, that's plenty of
reasons to be happy and praise Hm

By this tinme you should be excited and maybe even
shedding a few tears because you realize how nuch
God real ly does | ove you.



This al so denonstrates gratitude and shows that you
trust Hmand are not worried about your problens.

Whi ch upsets Hi m because He is way hi gher than your
little bitty problens.

We don't call H mthe nost high God for nothing.
Step #4 Ask For Wat You Want

Now you're ready to ask God for what you want and if
you followed the first three steps correctly He has
to do it for you.

Because you put together a open and shut case

agai nst the prosecution and you got a jury full of
angel s on your side and the nost high Judge who is
nore than honorable and has to follow H's own rul es
and keep H's own word in which you sent back to H m
respectfully with confidence and gratitude.
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
